OPERATING HOURS

The program operates between 8.00am and 6.00pm Monday to Friday. You may drop off or pick up your children anytime between these hours. Please ring
us as soon as possible and us if you are unable to collect your children. A fee of $15 per child, per 15 minutes will apply for late collection .

PROGRAM

A range of activities will be offered during the day including craft, board games, sports, playground, plus our main morning and afternoon activities. The
program will be displayed on the notice board. Due to weather the program is subject to change without notice. Fees will be adjusted accordingly

EDUCATORS

We operate on a ratio of 1 staff member to 15 children and lower ratios on excursions

CANCELLATIONS

Once your booking has been confirmed, all cancellations will incur the daily fee.

PAYMENTS

charged for non-attended days booked.
